This rider shall be considered a part of the Agreement between the Presenter and the Chelsea House Orchestra (hereinafter referred to as “CHO”)  It is well understood that venues vary and at times some parts of this rider may not apply. Exceptions need to be discussed ahead of time.

1.
PARKING: space for one van with trailer at loading area as well as space near by for eight CHO cars. If CHO is traveling in a bus, we shall notify the Presenter.  All chaperones will be admitted at no charge.

2.   LOAD-IN / LOAD-OUT/SOUND CHECK:   It is helpful to have a contact person at the site during the event.  CHO needs about one and one half hours prior to opening the house to patrons.  A sound check normally occurs one hour prior to the opening of the house.  If the Presenter is providing supplemental equipment as discussed below, it must be set up and ready to operate prior to CHO arrival. Load-out normally takes 30-60 minutes.

3. STAGE AND PROPS: CHO prefers a minimum stage area of 25' wide x 20' deep for performance use. Six armless chairs are needed.  For Front of House, a table and two stools are needed.  Diagram is attached.  

Unfortunately, with string instruments, CHO is unable to play in rain, heavy wind or in temperatures 

less than 60 degrees unless the stage is protected.  

4.   AUDIO:  

A. Hands-on:  The CHO will mix and control all sound equipment while performing. The set up times listed above are an estimate based on the CHO non-union crew functioning in a "hands-on" capacity.  If this is not possible, then the Presenter will supply the stage crew at no cost to the CHO.  If this is the case, the CHO crew will provide technical direction directly to local personnel handling our equipment. 

B. Mix Position: Front of House mix position should be located near the center of the house, with clear line of sight to the stage, able to be reached by one hundred (100) feet of draped cable from backstage and set up with a table and two stools. 

C. AC Power CHO needs at least two circuits of15 Amp Edison 115V AC power for sole use by CHO, one on stage and one at the mix point. Two extra circuits are appreciated.

D. Venues up to five hundred seats: CHO will furnish a complete sound system.  

E. For larger venues: additional volume will be needed in the mains.  The Presenter agrees to furnish a supplemental 2-channel PA system and a technician who will set up and tear down the supplemental equipment as well as interface with CHO and their equipment.  CHO will provide monitors. The PA should be of professional quality (JBL, Electrovoice, etc.), able to accept a stereo mic level XLR mix, and appropriate to the size of the venue in order to produce a quality show. CHO prefers even coverage between 50 Hz and 18 KHZ at SPL’s of 100 db +- 3 db.  

5.   LIGHTING: Lighting is the responsibility of the Presenter.  CHO uses even, white lighting.  

6.   DRESSING ROOM: A  room with access to water is needed.  It would be appreciated if ice water is provided.
